We have witnessed that the positive economic
environment enjoyed in global markets and
in our country during the last years was
placed by financial fluctuations, starting
from the mid 2007. In such an environment
that is particularly due to uncontrolled use
and misuse of structured financial products,
we see that our capital markets pass the test
more successfully compared to the previous
fluctuations. Presence of Central Registry
Agency serves as a safety valve for our
country's capital markets.

We experienced proud developments within
the year 2007. Central Dematerialization
System (CDS) application has been granted
merit award during the 7th Technology
Awards competition organized by TUBITAK-
TTGV-TUSIAD (The Scientific and
Technological Research Council of Turkey-
Technology Development Foundation of
Turkey-Turkish Industrialists' and
Businessmen's Association). Additionally, a
support fund of 589,682 YTL granted for
our mentioned implementation of which "R&D
Support" application before TUBITAK was
decided to be supported in the year 2006
due to its quality of "Application of Cost
Decreasing and Standard Increasing New
Techniques', was transferred to the accounts
of our agency within the year 2007.

In addition to these developments, trust in
the competence of our Agency was confirmed
by the dematerialization rates of non-publicly
traded shares, publicly traded shares and
mutual funds respectively 92.84%, 99.86%

and 99.99% as of the end 2007. Moreover,
number of our members in terms of CDS,
which was 541 at the end of 2006, increased
to 544 at the end of 2007, and number of
active accounts exceeded 4 million.

In the near future, new and comprehensive
arrangements both in terms of financial
markets and our country will be of issue.
Moreover, despite the fluctuations
experienced in the global markets, we witness
that central security custody institutions are
continuously working in order to develop and
improve their processes and services. Within
this process, our Agency adopted the target
of benefiting most from the process of
changing and attaining opportunities due to
the role it undertook within financial markets.

Thus, we continue our works on increasing
quality of our services and processes and
making new developments in an equal manner
and scope with the international central
security depository institutions.

our work and document flow process and
announcing analytical reports with new and
rich content in local network of our Agency.

MESSAGE
FROM THE CEO

Dematerialized system, where capital market
instruments do not exist physically and rights
arising therefrom are pursued only in
electronic environment, confronts us as a
central depository infrastructure model with
the low tolerance to faults, tardiness and
errors not only in terms of its economic size,
but also of the amplitude of the base it is
placed within the financial system. A natural
result of this situation is the obligation to
use technology within the dematerialized
system as widely and advanced as possible.
Since the date our agency started its
activities, technology investments were
particularly emphasized and our system was
put into practice by adapting today's
technology in the highest level both in terms
of hardware and software. For us, a rightful
fruit of our attempts towards an effective
technological model of our system is awarded
by success prize by TUBITAK-TTGV-TUSIAD
(The Scientific and Technological Research
Council of Turkey-Technology Development
Foundation of Turkey-Turkish Industrialists'
and Businessmen's Association) Technology
awards granted for the 7th time this year.
By being aware of the fact that placing
technology in a dynamic and continuously
developing framework rejecting stagnation,
may sustain success, the year 2007, for our
Adgency, has been one when processes within
software development were activated and
measures for performance increase was taken.
Feedbacks from our system users on our
steps for this purpose are encouraging us
that we are on the right path and it is the
most important motivation for us to carry
our gradually increasing graphic to higher
levels.

Although
capital market law made participation of
intermediary institutions, banks and issuers
in dematerialized system compulsory, our
perspective has always been away from the
careless attitudes of service providers without
any alternative towards customer satisfaction.
Our corporate attitude concerning increasing
quality of our service, fulfilling needs of our
members, answering their questions, has
been adopted by all our employees from the
highest level manager to ordinary officers.

Our system in which every year hundred-
thousands of transactions of billions YTL
completed the year 2007 with zero
operational mistakes, as it did in the year
2006. We think that the most important
factors of this success are our ability in
carrying processes into electronic environment
and careful work of our experienced staff.
In addition to these, applied internal control
methods in conformity with the international
standards decrease the possibility of being
exposed to operational risk for our Agency
and members.

The year 2007 is a milestone not only due
to the successful realization of our strategy,

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but also due to the limitations imposed on
the use of financial and managerial rights
of those share certificates which were not
dematerialized as of the end 2007. While
2006 was a year when publicly traded share
certificates in particular became
dematerialized to a great degree, within the
year 2007 non-publicly traded share
certificates became dematerialized to more
than 98% as of their market value. This is
due to the practicality of dematerialization
applications, to our accuracy concerning
information security policies and therefore,
to the trust of system participants in our
Agency.

We think that another notable factor is the
low cost of high technology, friendly service,
service variety and accurate transactions.
Compared to the physical system, many costs
were decreased, and many services were
provided either for free or for a very low
price. By being aware of the fact that financial
strength of our clients is our strength as well,
support we provide thereto will continue with
increases.

Despite the fact that it has a different legal
entity, notable developments were realized
in the field Investors Protection Fund
represented and administrated by our Agency.
With the effect of original cross control
mechanisms of our operational
dematerialization system integrated with
investor recovery system and of our
performance in fund management which is
consistently above market averages, Investors
Protection Fund annual subscription fees of
our clients was decreased by 50% by Capital
Market Board, the regulating authority.
Additionally, important steps were taken in

protecting intermediary institution investor
assets under our management in scope of
gradual liquidation and regaining these
through legal proceedings.

Legal architecture developed by Capital
Market Board and competitive structure of
ISE has been our critical leverage factors
during realization of our strategies concerning
central depository investor recovery for
strengthening competitive position of our
capital markets in the global area. We did
not only form awarded technical architecture
of custody and exchange systems that operates
in integration with Takasbank, our principal
business partner and shareholder, but also
ensured perfect operation of the platform
within the last two years. I would like to take
this occasion to thank invaluable managers
and employees of Capital Market Board,
Istanbul Stock Exchange, Takasbank and
all our members.

Lastly, T would like to thank all domestic
and foreign investors possessing
dematerialized securities due to their kindness
and support during transition into
dematerialized system, and my dear
colleagues, who performed a model working
determination with the desire of going beyond
fulfilling expectations of these investors.

Issuers became a part of the
dematerialized securities custody services,
and therefore, together with the capital
market actors that provide funds to them,
they accessed Central Registry System as
the common platform.

Upon transition into dematerialized
system, for the issuers, capital increases
and new public offerings became low cost
and rapid transactions based on
technology, for which they do not need to
get involved in paper work.

Issuers and shareholders thereof attained
a transparent electronic environment in
mutual information exchange. Issuers are
now able to obtain information they need
on their shareholders from CDS without
requiring any bureaucracy and cost.
Fund flow between issuers and their
shareholders is now conducted rapidly
and safely. Dividend distributed by the
issuers is paid to the investors on the same

day, and the sum raised during rights
issue are paid to the issuers on the same
day.

16 issuers that recently offered their
shares to the public, and 86 issuers that
realized capital increase issued their share
certificates easily within a few seconds ,
conveniently without covering any cost of
share certificate print.

2 mergers realized by the issuers and 9
capital increases were realized over CDS
without causing any printing costs.

In the year 2007, commercial papers
were included to dematerialized debt
instruments. Private sector debt
instruments with the total nominal value
of 250,000,000 TRY issued by 2 issuers
were issued within seconds.

Dematerialization System, has provided such
basic assurances for the legal operation of
the market such as prevention of fraudulence,
consistency and a correct match between
investors and the records, sustaining the
records of ownership without any interruption
during the transfer of rights.

Our institution, not depending on the
legislation studies, prepared reports and
documents reviewing international literature
and participating in domestic and
international symposiums. We carried out
comparative analyses on The European Union
directives on capital markets. We reviewed
the works and reports of international
conventions.

In this context, we carried out studies with
respect to Draft New Capital Market Code;
Darft Turkish Commercial Code; The
Regulation Concerning Incorporation,
Operation and Supervision of Central Registry
Agency; Communiqué about Terms and
Conditions Governing Book-Entry Recording
of Dematerialized Capital Market
Instruments; Draft Regulation on Amending
the Regulation Regarding the Implementation
of Law on Prevention of Money Laundering.

Besides the legislation studies, our institution
has also represented ECSDA in the meeting
concerning the execution of Draft Convention
on Substantive Rules Regarding

Intermediated Securities that is executed by

UNIDROIT International Institute for the
Unification of Private Law.

We developed a business model functioning
on the basis of ensuring electronic
compatibility with the member records in
following up the court bailiff cases submitted
to us. In this respect, our business model for
legal operations is designed to serve for
defending the rights of creditors, debtors and
our members. We have completed the
necessary technical and legal infrastructural
preparations for the conversion of
reconcilement system to online version in
2007, aiming to complete reconcilement
operations with low cost and in a more
effective manner, to provide increasing legal
security, to increase the speed and the
effectiveness of the operations and by doing
so, to increase member satisfaction. With
the new structure, apart from operational
effectiveness, it has been also ensured that
the complete legal transactions are made via
CDS in conformity with the principles of
dematerialization system. Through the online
reconcilement system, now the members are
able to do all of their transactions via CDS.

In the year 2007, distraint orders submitted
by judicial and administrative authorities,
transaction bans submitted by the Capital
Markets Board and regulatory institutions’
information demands have been supplied.
Information regarding the number of distraint
orders/asset investigation inquiries submitted
to our Institution in 2007 is given in the
table below.

The
mentioned services regarding legal operations
are free of charge.

Risk Management

The year of 2007 was full of the financial
turmoil and the importance of risk
management has been taken by harsh lessons
in the international financial markets. In
financial market it is expected to experience
the mentioned turmoil also in 2008 in
different levels and various forms. These
experienced turmoil, in the near future
increasingly will call the attention of
regulatory authorities on adequacy and
effectiveness of risk management system in
developed countries and this field will be the
center subject of the many new and wide
regulations. It is prospected that the past
and current data basis model and analysis
axis will trend towards a mode axis
comprising more intensively future
expectations and trends.

For many years in our company, effective
risk management has been handled as one
of the main principles for sustainable value
creating process. Considering that a human
effect is at the heart of the risks -which was
the starting point - hence the risks can be
managed only by humans, now therefore our
risk management axis is based on our
employee. As a matter of fact all systems,
processes, strategies, policies, tangible and
intangible assets become products and
services thanks to efforts and initiation of
employees. For this reason, improving the
risk management awareness of our employees
is the main target of our risk management
model. In our institution, by means of saving
and improving this awareness, the risk
management process periodically is executed
by employers via the risk and control self
assessment efforts.

In the context of COSO, our risk management
model of which main target and instruments
have been determined in the internal audit
guide, thanks to the participation and
collaboration of our employees, risk and
control models become tangible applicable
tools. By the virtue of these risk and control
instruments, each of our employees must be
able to determine the risks of each work, i.e.
as what kind of control should be applied in
order to decrease and manage these risks,
what the previous and successive risk levels
and the priority of risk management are
before and after the application of these
controls and what the admissible risk level
is; in case of risk realization what kind of
problem will be faced. The service, production

and the way of working style of each employee
from all levels become a part of the common
corporate culture thanks to these instruments
via internal trainings.

In the context of our aforementioned risk
management approach below risk
management and control processes are
applied:

Investors Protection Fund
Services

Investors Protection Fund (the "Fund") is
administered and represented by CRA
pursuant to the Capital Market Law. The
administrative liquidation of intermediary
institutions under the decision of Capital
Markets Board as well as other assigned
under the applicable legislation are carried
out by the Fund.

The basic objective of the Fund's establishment
is to set up a system that compensate the
stock transaction losses of the investors when
any brokerage house's financial situation
deteriorates, and to provide the trust on the
capital markets.

The fund incomes are composed of the annual
contributions paid by brokerage houses and
banks pursuant to the Code, the returns of
the Fund's assets and other revenue items.
The fund is not given any share from the
government budget during the performance
of its tasks using the resources of capital
markets sector.

The Harmonization of the Legislation of the
Investors Protection Fund with the European
Union Legislation

In order to secure the assets of the investors,
to provide the integration of our capital
markets with the globalizing financial
markets, to increase the contribution of even
the smallest savings to the national economy,
to strength the trust by domestic and foreign
investors in our markets, to prevent the
grievances of the investor with the purpose
of monitoring the international developments
closely and applying the concerned standards

in our country as well, covering all capital
market transactions of the investors by
expanding the scope of the Fund and
developing an investor compensation system
that provides a more effective protection
have been evaluated as a modernization
project.

The draft studies of the Capital Markets
Board on harmonization our legislation to
the EU legislation regarding the
compensation of the investors under the
Twinning Project financially supported by
the EU and executed by the Federal Republic
of Germany Ministry of Finance and the
experts of German Federal Financial
Supervisory Authority BaFin, was completed
in 2007.

The harmonization process in alignment with
EU Acquis addresses the issues including
participation obligation, financial
instruments, investment services, time-based
compensation coverage, the period of
compensation coverage, money laundering,
the limits of the compensation coverage,
securities that are not included in
compensation coverage, measures against
possible abuses of the compensation system
by members, procedures for joint and common
accounts of investors under compensation,
time limitations, informing the investors and
announcements, succession and subrogation,
and the legal rights of the investors.

The financial instruments included in the
compensation scope of the Fund, when and
how the compensation system will be put into
service, those excluded from the compensation
scope as well as the scope itself have been
determined according to the EU legislation

Developments on the Cases against Brokerage
Houses under Administrative Liquidation
The stock delivery and cash payment
obligations arising from stock transactions
of the intermediary institutions for which
administrative liquidation or bankruptcy
decision is made are paid to the investors by
the Fund at the limit determined by the Law.
For 2007, the said limit was determined to
be TRY 48,203 per investor.

In order to meet the claims of investors of
Data Securities which authorization
certificates were cancelled and the
administrative liquidation decision was given
by the Capital Markets Board on 13.03.2003,
third payment schedule was prepared and
totally TRY 2,362,504.74 was paid in
28.12.2007 to 79 investors who applied in
the said payment schedule in accordance
with 18th article of the Regulations on the

Principles and the Procedures of the
Administrative Liquidation of Intermediary
Institutions. Thus, the principal payments of
Data Securities investors was provided.

Administrative Fines

In 2007, Fund provided a total collection of
TRY 264,185.44 in accordance with the
administrative fines which are subjected to
the Capital Market Law and whom
administrative sanction resolution was taken
prior to the Misdemeanors Code with effect
from June 1st, 2005 as a result of continued
compulsory executive proceedings.

Pursuant to the Misdemeanors Code No 5326
and the General Directive No 442 on
Collections, regarding the administrative
fines held subjected to the Misdemeanors
Code, the transactions of notification to the
concerned under the resolution of the Capital
Markets Board of the administrative fines
given by the CMB and notified to the Fund
were performed. Furthermore, the collected
administrative fines were transferred to the
tax offices in charge within the legal duration
and the administrative sanction resolutions
regarding the administrative fines not paid
within the due date of payment or finalization
period were sent to the tax offices charged
with collection following being finalized.

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31
DECEMBER 2007

1. ORGANIZATION AND OPERATIONS OF THE COMPANY

Merkezi Kayit Kurulusu A.S. ("the Company") was incorporated on 3 June 2002 and commenced its operations so as to control the consistency of the
registered records of its member groups by registering capital market instruments and the rights related to them electronically by issuers, intermediary
institutions and beneficiaries and to manage and represent the Investor Protection Fund.

The Company operates in accordance with the Capital Markets Law as amended with Article 10/A and the provisional articles 6 and 7 described by the
Law numbered 4487, "Regulation regarding the establishment, operations and auditing principles of Central Register Agency (Merkezi Kayit Kurulusu)"
dated 21 June 2001 and the Capital Markets Board Communiqué No: 1V/28 "Communiqué on Procedures and Principles of Keeping Records Relating to
Electronically Registered Capital Market Instruments" dated 22 December 2002.

The Company's capital structure is as follows;

As of 31 December 2007, the Company employs 125 personnel (31 December 2006: 120).
As of 31 December 2007 and 2006, the Company does not own any affiliates or subsidiaries.

2. BASIS OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
The Capital Markets Board ("the CMB") has published Communiqué No: XI/25 "Communiqué on Capital Market Accounting Standards" ("Communiqué No:
X1/25") on 15 November 2003. This Communiqué is applicable for the first interim financial statements which will be prepared after 1 January 2005.

The Company maintains its books of account and prepares its statutory financial statements in accordance with accounting principles in the Turkish
Commercial Code and tax legislation. The accompanying financial statements include adjustments and reclassifications to the statutory records in accordance
with accounting standards issued by the CMB Communiqué No: XI/25.

The Company prepares its financial statements in accordance with the CMB accounting and reporting standards (the CMB Accounting Standards).

Accounting Standards:

Communiqué No: XI/25 declared that as an alternative the compliance with the accounting standards issued by the International Accounting Standards
Board (IASB) and the International Accounting Standards Committee (IASC) will be counted as in compliance with the CMB Accounting Standards. The
accompanying financial statements are prepared in accordance with the CMB's Communiqué No: XI/25 and with CMB's announcement dated 20 December
2004 on the format of financial statements and notes.

Preparation of Financial Statements in Hyperinflationary Periods:

Restatement adjustments have been made to compensate for the effect of changes in the general purchasing power of the Turkish Lira in accordance with
CMB Communiqué No: XI/20 "Principles of Preparation of Financial Statements in Hyperinflationary Periods" ("Communiqué No: X1/20") for the financial
statements prepared before 1 January 2005.

As per the CMB resolution made in the meeting dated 17 March 2005 and numbered 11/367 that hyperinflationary period is over in relation with paragraph
6 of Communiqué No: XI/20 and paragraph 375 of Communiqué No: XI/25. The inflation accounting has been ceased starting from the year 2005 and
accordingly, the Company did not apply inflation accounting for the period 1 January - 31 December 2007.

Comparative Information and Restatement of Prior Period Financial Statements:

Financial statements of the Company are prepared comparatively with the prior period in order to give information about financial position and performance.
If the presentation or classification of the financial statements is changed, in order to maintain consistency, financial statements of the prior periods are
also reclassified in line with the related changes

Offsetting:

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amounts are reported in the balance sheet when there is a legally enforceable right to set off the
recognized amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis, or realize the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.
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3. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The accounting policies used to prepare the accompanying financial statements are as follows:

a. Revenue Recognition

Revenue is reflecting the gross amount of economic benefit which the Company has realized from its ordinary activities. The main revenue sources of the
Company are dematerialization commission fees, right utilization operations and account fees. The Company accounts these revenue sources at fair value
on accrual basis. The Company also receives commission income from its members.

b. Tangible Assets
Tangible assets that are acquired before 1 January 2005 are carried at historical cost indexed to 31 December 2004 and acquisitions in 2005, 2006 and
2007 are carried at historical cost, less accumulated depreciation and impairment.

Property, plant and equipment are depreciated principally on a straight-line basis considering expected useful lives, acquisition and assembly dates. Expected
useful lives used by the Company are summarized below:

Motor Vehicles 5
Machinery and Equipment 4
Furniture and Fixtures 3-50
Leasehold Improvements 5

c. Intangible Assets
Intangible assets that are acquired before 1 January 2005 are carried at their indexed historical costs; and intangible assets that are acquired in 2005,
2006 and 2007 are carried at their cost, less accumulated amortization and impairment.

Intangible assets are amortized principally on a straight-line basis considering expected useful lives and from the dates they are ready to use. Expected
useful lives of intangible assets used by the Company vary between 3 to 5 years.

Research and Development Expense 5-4
Rights 3-5

d. Internally Generated Research and Development Costs
The research stage costs are recorded in the income statement in the period in which they are incurred.

Internally generated software development costs used by the Company are capitalized under the intangible assets only when they meet the below criteria;

a) generating an intangible asset and such asset can be identified,
b) cost of the development stage can be measured reliably,
¢) it is probable that intangible asset will generate certain economic benefits.

Development costs that are not classified as internally generated assets are expensed in the period in which they are incurred. Amortization is applied in
4-5 years on a straight line basis. Amortization period is determined depending on the date of completion of project.

e. Impairment of Assets

Assets that have an indefinite useful life, for example goodwill, are not subject to amortization and are tested annually for impairment. Assets that are
subject to amortization are reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable.
An impairment loss is recognized for the amount by which the asset's carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher
of an asset's fair value less costs to sell and value in use. For the purposes of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for which there
are separately identifiable cash flows (cash-generating units). Non-financial assets other than goodwill that suffered impairment are reviewed for possible
reversal of the impairment at each reporting date.

f. Borrowing Costs
All borrowing costs are recorded in the income statement in the period in which they are incurred.

g. Financial Instruments
Financial instruments include financial assets and financial liabilities. Financial instruments create liquidity, credit and price risk over financial statements.
All financial assets are periodically tested for impairment.

After initial recognition, all financial assets are other than trade receivables, held-to-maturity investments, assets that do not have a quoted market price
in an active market and whose fair values can not be reliably estimated are valued at fair value. Financial assets with certain maturities which do not have
a quoted market price in an active market and whose fair value can not be reliably estimated are recorded at their amortized cost and assets without certain
maturities are carried at cost. Valuations of financial assets are checked periodically for impairment loss.
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Fair value is the amount for which an asset could be exchanged or a liability settled, between knowledgeable willing parties in an arms length transaction.
Market value is the amount obtainable from the sale or payable on the acquisition, of a financial instrument in an active market, if one exists.

The estimated fair value of financial instruments are determined by the Company using available market information and appropriate valuation methodologies.
However, judgment is necessarily required to interpret market data to develop the estimated fair value. Accordingly, the estimates presented here in may
not necessarily be indicative of the amounts the Company could realize in a current market exchange.

Balances with banks and receivables are important financial instruments which would have negative effects on the financial structure of the Company if
the other party failed to comply with the terms and conditions of the agreement.

The fair value of certain financial assets carried at cost is considered to be representative of carrying values due to their short-term nature.

The following methods and assumptions are used to estimate the fair value of each class of financial instrument for which it is practicable to estimate fair
value.

Cash and cash equivalents: The carrying amount of cash and bank balances is the reasonable estimate of their fair value.

Trade payables and trade receivables: Carrying value of trade receivables along with the related allowances for doubtful receivables and trade payables
balances, except for those that are discounted to present value under specific credit period, are estimated to be their fair value.

Due to/from related parties: The carrying value of due to and due from related parties, except for those that are discounted to present value under specific
credit period, are estimated to be their fair value.

Borrowings: Interest-bearing bank loans are subject to the fixed interest rates. Bank loans are recorded at the proceeds received. Finance charges are
accounted for on an accrual basis and are added to the carrying amount of the instrument to the extent they are not settled in the period in which they
arise.

Credit Risk
The Company's credit risk is primarily attributable to its trade receivables. The amounts presented in the balance sheet are net of allowances for doubtful
receivables, estimated by the Company's management based on prior experience and the current economic environment.

Market Risk
Market risk is the fluctuations in interest rates, exchange rates and the price of marketable securities and financial agreements adversely affecting the
Company. The main risks for the Company are the changes in interest rates and exchange rates.

Liquidity Risk
The Company is generally raising funds by liquidating its short-term financial instruments such as collecting its receivables and disposing its securities.
The Company's proceedings from these instruments generally approximate their fair value.

h. Mergers
None.

i. Foreign Currency Transactions
None.

j. Earnings per Share
Earning per share is the portion of the net profit or loss that accounts for the common share, which divided by the weighted average number of common
shares.

k. Subsequent Events

Subsequent events cover any events which arise between the balance sheet date and the reporting date, even occurred subsequent to the announcement of
net profit for the period or specific financial information publicly disclosed. The Company adjusts its financial statements if such subsequent events arise
which require to adjust financial statements.

I. Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets
Provision is provided and disclosed on the financial statements, if there is a legal or implicit reliably measurable liability regarding to the previous events
and this liability requires an outflow of economic resource of the Company.

The amount recognized as a provision is the best estimate of the consideration required to settle the present obligation at the balance sheet date, taking
into account the risks and uncertainties surrounding the obligation. Where a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to settle the present

obligation, its carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows.

When some or all of the economic benefits required to settle a provision are expected to be recovered from a third party, the receivable is recognized as
an asset if it is virtually certain that reimbursement will be received and the amount of the receivable can be measured reliably.
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Changes in accounting policies or fundamental accounting errors are applied retrospectively and the financial statements for the prior periods are restated.
If changes in accounting estimates relate only for one period, changes are applied in the current period but if changes in estimates relate more than one
period, changes are applied both in the current and following periods prospectively.

n. Financial Lease

Leasing - the Company as Lessee

Leases are classified as finance leases whenever the terms of the lease transfer substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership to the lessee. All other
leases are classified as operating leases.

Assets held under finance leases are recognized as assets of the Company at their fair value at the inception of the lease or, if lower, at the present value
of the minimum lease payments. The corresponding liability to the lessor is included in the balance sheet as a finance lease obligation. Lease payments are
apportioned between finance charges and reduction of the lease obligation so as to achieve a constant rate of interest on the remaining balance of the
liability. Finance charges are charged to profit or loss, unless they are directly attributable to qualifying assets, in which case they are capitalized in
accordance with the Company's general policy on borrowing costs.

Rentals payable under operating leases are charged to profit or loss on a straight-line basis over the term of the relevant lease. Benefits received and
receivable as an incentive to enter into an operating lease are also spread on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

0. Related Parties
In the accompanying financial statements, Merkezi Kayit Kurulusu A.S., important personnel in management and board of directors, their family and
controlled or dependent companies, participations and subsidiaries are all accepted and denoted as related parties ("Related Parties").

p. Segmental Information
There is no different operational or geographical segment to disclose segmental information.

g. Discontinued Operations
None.

r. Government Grants and Incentives
None.

s. Taxation and Deferred Tax
Income tax expense represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax.

Current tax

Tax currently payable is based on taxable profit for the year. Taxable profit differs from profit as reported in the income statement because it excludes
items of income or expense that are taxable or deductible in other years and it further excludes items that are never taxable or deductible. The Company's
liability for current tax is calculated using tax rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet date.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax is recognized on differences between the carrying amount of assets and liabilities in the financial statements and the corresponding tax bases
which is used in the computation of taxable profit, and is accounted for using the balance sheet liability method. Deferred tax liabilities are generally
recognized for all taxable temporary differences and deferred tax assets are recognized for all deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is
probable that taxable profits will be available against which those deductible temporary differences can be utilized. Such assets and liabilities are not
recognized if the temporary difference arises from goodwill or from the initial recognition (other than in a business combination) of other assets and liabilities
in a transaction that affects neither the taxable profit nor the accounting profit.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognized for taxable temporary differences associated with investments in subsidiaries and associates, and interests in joint
ventures, except where the Company is able to control the reversal of the temporary difference and it is probable that the temporary difference will not
reverse in the foreseeable future. Deferred tax assets arising from deductible temporary differences associated with such investments and interests are only
recognized to the extent that it is probable that there will be sufficient taxable profits against which to utilize the benefits of the temporary differences
and they are expected to reverse in the foreseeable future.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each balance sheet date and reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient
taxable profits will be available to allow all or part of the asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the period in which the liability is settled or the asset realized,
based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet date. The measurement of deferred tax liabilities
and assets reflects the tax consequences that would follow from the manner in which the Company expects, at the reporting date, to recover or settle the
carrying amount of its assets and liabilities.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to set off current tax assets against current tax liabilities and when
they relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation authority and the Company intends to settle its current tax assets and liabilities on a net basis.
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Current and deferred tax for the period

Current and deferred tax are recognized as an expense or income in profit or loss, except when they relate to items credited or debited directly to equity,
in which case the tax is also recognized directly in equity, or where they arise from the initial accounting for a business combination. In the case of a business
combination, the tax effect is taken into account in calculating goodwill or determining the excess of the acquirer's interest in the net fair value of the
acquiree's identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities over cost.

t. Retirement Pay Provision

Under the Turkish law and union agreements, lump sum payments are made to employees retiring or involuntarily leaving the Company. The total provision
represents the vested benefit obligation as at the balance sheet date. Future retirement payments are discounted to their present value at the balance sheet
date and reflected to the accompanying financial statements.

The Company has recorded provisions for unused vacation accrual in its financial statements.

u. Pension Obligations
None.

Held to maturity securities:
Held-to-maturity investments are securities with fixed or determinable payments and fixed maturity that the Company has the positive intent and ability
to hold to maturity. Held to maturity securities having a fixed maturity are measured at amortized cost using the effective interest rate method.

Available for sale securities:

Available-for-sale securities are those that are not (a) held-to-maturity investments, or (b) securities held for trading. Available for sale securities are valued
at their fair value if reliably measurable subsequent to acquisition. Otherwise, they are accounted for at amortized cost. For available for sale investments,
gains and losses are recognized in the statement of income and gains and losses arising from changes in fair value are recognized directly in equity, until
the security is disposed of, at which time the cumulative gain or loss previously recognized in equity is included in the profit or loss for the period.

The Company is subject to Turkish corporation taxes. Provision is made in the accompanying financial statements for the estimated charge based on the

Company's results for the year.

Corporation tax is applied on taxable corporate income, which is calculated from the statutory accounting profit by adding non-deductible expenses, and

by deducting dividends received from resident companies, other exempt income and investment incentives utilized.

The effective tax rate applied in 2007 is 20% (2006: 20%).

In Turkey, advance taxes are calculated and accrued on a quarterly basis. The advance corporate tax was applied as 20% in the calculation of corporate

income in 2007 advance tax periods (2006: 20%).

Losses can be carried forward for offset against future taxable income for up to 5 years. Losses cannot be carried back for offset against profits from previous

periods.

In Turkey, there is no procedure for a final and definitive agreement on tax assessments. Companies file their tax returns between 1 April and 25 April of
the following year. Tax authorities may, however, examine such returns and the underlying accounting records and may revise assessments within five years.

Income Withholding Tax:

In addition to corporate taxes, companies should also calculate income withholding taxes and funds surcharge on any dividends distributed, except for
companies receiving dividends who are resident companies in Turkey and Turkish branches of foreign companies. The rate of income withholding tax was
10% starting from 24 April 2003. This rate was adjusted to 15% as of 23 July 2006. Undistributed dividends incorporated in share capital are not subject
to income withholding taxes. However, 19,8% withholding tax is still applied to investment allowances relating to investment incentive certificates obtained
prior to 24 April 2003. 40% of the incentive certificate investment expenditures directly related to the companies' manufacturing operations and made
after 24 April 2003 can be excluded from taxable income. There is no tax withholding over investment expenditures without incentive certificates.
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Investment incentive certificates are revoked commencing from 1 January 2006. If companies cannot use investment incentive due to inadequate profit,
such outstanding investment incentive can be carried forward to following years as of 31 December 2005 so as to be deducted from taxable income of
subsequent profitable years. However the companies can deduct the carried forward outstanding allowance from 2006, 2007 and 2008 taxable income.
The investment incentive amount that cannot be deducted from 2008 taxable income will not be carried forward to following years.

Tax rate that the companies can use in the case of deducting the tax investment incentive amount in 2006, 2007 and 2008 is 30%. If the investment

incentive carried forward is not used, the effective tax rate will be 20% and the unused investment incentive will be cancelled.

As the Company has planned not to use the investment incentives, as of 31 December 2007, corporate tax rate applied by the Compay is 20%.

Inflation adjusted tax calculation

For 2003 and previous years, taxable profits were calculated without any inflation adjustment to the statutory records, except that fixed assets and the
related depreciation were revalued annually. Law No. 5024 published in the Official Gazette No. 25332 on 30 December 2003 requires the application of
inflation accounting in Turkey in 2005 and future years for tax purposes, if the actual rate of inflation meets certain thresholds. Inflation Accounting
Principles at tax legislation do not differ substantially from the principles in Communiqué No: XI/25. As inflation met certain thresholds in year 2004,
the Company has adjusted its statutory financial statements as of 31 December 2004 in accordance with Law No. 5024 and inflation adjusted balances as
at 31 December 2004 were taken as opening balances as of 1 January 2005. However, as inflation did not meet the required thresholds, no further inflation

adjustment made to the Company's statutory 2005, 2006 and 2007 financial statements.
